SUBMISSIONS SHOULD ADDRESS THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA:

· All members of the chapter are involved in the chapter leadership process, i.e. every chapter member is required to be a member of a committee or that every member helps to plan a chapter project or event.  

· Chapter procedures or bylaws should be included with the award application indicating how every chapter member is included in the chapter leadership process.  Discuss or provide examples how this policy helps to promote or improve the leadership skills of chapter members.

· The chapter performs a CPPC (now called the Chapter Assessment and Planning Session) or PGPPC at least once a year.  A copy of the chapter’s goals and review pages from the planning conference should be a part of the award submission.  Discuss how the planning conference affects the leadership goals of the chapter.

· Give specific examples of how the chapter uses an officer transition program each year or each semester.

· If available, give specific examples of individual brothers that are active with other organizations on campus or within the community.

· Documentation of membership and discussion of pertinent activities should be part of the award submission.

· Include a list of all members that have participated in the APO LEADS program and courses and locations of this training since January 1.

· Discuss what your chapter or individual brothers have learned from these programs and how this content is implemented into your chapter leadership program.

· Discuss other APO related leadership training courses or activities and how they benefit individual brothers or the chapter as a whole.

· If available, give specific examples of brothers participating in leadership training outside of the APO community, i.e. campus or community leadership programs.  Discuss how this additional leadership training is benefiting the chapter, campus, or community.

· The creation and implementation of a program of leadership extension outside of the Fraternity is considered in the selection.  Discuss these extension efforts, their implementation and effects.

· A summary of other relevant leadership initiatives and their benefits will also be considered.
